AEM Gas SpA operates in
the realization and
management of networks for
the distribution of gas, heat
and other energy products in
the city of Milan and 12
surrounding municipalities.
The company serves over
800,000 customers,
providing more than 1 billion
cubic meters of methane
gas, of which 70% is used
for heating.
AEM Gas is a company of
the AEM Group SpA, listed
since 1998 on the Italian
Stock Exchange and present
in the MIB 30 index.
It is a multiservice provider
and a leader in Italy in public
service utilities management.
In addition to natural gas
distribution, the AEM Group
is mainly active in the
following areas: electricity,
telecommunications and
services that include Milan’s
public and artistic
illumination.

Business Context
Success for utilities
companies lies in their ability
to face the challenges posed
by the passage from
monopoly to market
economy: Service Level
Agreements, rising
competition, regulation on
the part of civil Authorities.
New services are being
added to traditional ones,
both as an effect of market
liberalization and in
response to municipalities’
increasing outsourcing
demands.

“unbundling”, whereby
formerly monolithic
companies are restructured
and changed into multi-
service providers. Growth in
efficiency by monopolistic

operators is a determining
factor in dealing with the
overall market. 
The development choices of
AEM, which transform them
from traditional Milan natural
gas distributors into a multi-
utility company present in all
of northern Italy reflect the
group’s great ability to react
to change.
The complexity of the current
corporate structure requires
targeted efforts to achieve
better control of logistic
processes and effective
integration among the
numerous actors in the
group’s supply chain.
The introduction of new and
functional ICT tools is one of
the key success factors in
this reorganizational push.
